All of these
difficulties and some other difficulties are brought by
the same root cause. Because editors of Japanese text-
books and instructors of Japanese classes often under-
estimate the importance of dictionary forms and plain
forms, learners are not familiar with dictionary forms
and plain forms. This causes the above-mentioned
difficultiesTo resolve these problems, we propose
these points: (1) We should regard dictionary form
as basic form. Distinction of verb inflectional types,
making various inflected forms and memorizing verbs
as vocabulary should be based on dictionary forms,
not on masu-forms. (2) We should show dictionary
forms and other plain forms with various patterns us-
ing these forms from earlier stages and make learners
acquire familiarity with plain forms. This improves
production of -ndesu and complex sentences.
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
