his study examines the usage of “te kudasai” and

the historical transformation in 11 business
novels, including six from the Showa period and five
from the Heisei period. The results reveal that both “te
kudasai” and “naide kudasai” are primarily used for the
function of "request” rather than “recommendation”
from the Showa to Heisei periods. Additionally, it
was pointed out that “te kudasai” was not often used
when requesting subordinates until the late 1970s,
but it became more commonly used later. This study
also suggested that the usage of “te kudasai” within the

company increased rapidly from the late 1970s.
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
