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AABSTRACT

his paper analyzes the use of shiyoo to omou, shiyoo

to omotteiru, and tsumori(da) from the viewpoint
of topics to provide grammatical descriptions that can
be used in the field of Japanese language education. By
counting the frequency of use of these three forms per
topic and analyzing their uses, this study presents the
following results. Shiyoo to omou is frequently used to
talk about what the speaker does not do or to express
the reason why the speaker conducts an unusual ac-
tion. In contrast, Shzyao to omotteiru is used to express
future plans or original plans that have been changed.
Tsumori(da) is used to state that the speaker will not
do the action mentioned in a previous utterance. This
result demonstrates that these three forms are used
differently.
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
