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ABSTRACT

n this study, I searched a corpus of written language

for interrogative sentences with the question word
“nani/nan” (what) in the predicate position and
investigated how often “noda” appears, as well as the
frequency that a high-pressure nuance of demanding
an answer from the listener exists alongside the usage
of “noda.” 1 then analyzed whether these frequencies
were related to the question type, and if so, what the
factors were.Furthermore, I compared the results with
previous studies on spoken language and examined
the characteristics of the occurrence of “noda” in writ-
ten language Based on the above, I concluded with
two suggestions for the field of Japanese language
education.
