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A ABSTRACT

This paper focuses on the production and reflection of
Japanese pitch accent by L1-Chinese learners, participants
of a pronunciation course. For beginner level nouns, the
main issues observed are, 1) unaccenting accented words,
2) confusion of unaccented and final-high words, and 3)
shift from type[2] to type[3] of middle-high words. For
surnames, 1) unaccenting type[-3] words, and 2) unusual
type[-2] accent drop are observed. For compound nouns,
1) former part and latter part being pronounced with
their original accents, 2) unaccenting due to the influence
of the former part, and 3) shift of the accent nucleus are
observed. After the course, the learners self-analyzed their
past problems, learned about Japanese pitch accent and
L1-Chinese tones, and identified future challenges, in
aspects of knowledge, recognition, and performance.
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
